Women’s Council, Article V, Sec. 1-9, we will be holding an
election for all positions ( Chairperson, First Vice-Chairperson,
Second Vice-Chairperson, Recording Secretary, Financial
Secretary, Three (3) Trustees, Sergeant-At-Arms, Guide ) at the
Region 4 Women’s Conference held September 25 - 28, 2024.

Region 4 delegates interested in running for this position will
need a letter of approval from their local union, indicating the
position the member is running for, and must be in good
standing.

The election will be conducted per the provisions of the
International Union, UAW Constitution and UAW Region 4
Women’s Council Bylaws.
