“It's here that the future direction of the union is
decided, and union democracy is on full display,”
said UAW President Ray Curry.

Here are a few of the noteworthy moments
at UAW constitutional conventions:

The American Federation of Labor installed Francis
Dillon as the UAW's first president in 1935. But the
union became independent of the AFL's direct
control at its first UAW Constitutional Convention,
ayear later in South Bend, Indiana. Homer Martin
was elected president and delegates adopted
resolutions supporting farm-labor parties and not
Democrats in the 1936 election. The resolution was
rescinded after the Congress of Industrial Organi-
zations threatened to withhold organizing funds.

Walter P. Reuther was elected president in 1946.
A resolution was introduced to establish a Fair
Practices and Anti-Discrimination Department
and make its director a member of the |EB. But a
weaker version passed. It took another 16 years
before Nelson Jack Edwards would become the

first African American IEB member.

Resolutions at the 1953 convention pressed
companies to pay a guaranteed wage as a hedge
against unemployment. Nine years later, President
Kennedy told delegates:

“We need a permanent unemployment
insurance program so that those who want to
work and cannot find a job will not be shifted
and living on a marginal income without hope.”

Detroit is filled with labor history. Make sure you that
you read the Detroit’s Legacy Drives America’s Pride pamphlet
information located in the constitutional convention kit. There
you will find places to visit while you are in the area.

Reuther became a trusted advisor to President
Lyndon Johnson, especially on civil rights and social
issues. Johnson addressed the 1964 convention:

“] want to read just one sentence from your
President’s wire that gave me great strength and
encouragement: ‘On behalf of the officers and 1
1/2 million members of the UAW, | am pleased to
advise you that in answer to your call, we enlist
with you for the duration in the war against
poverty.”

In 1977, President Jimmy Carter addressed dele-
gates:

“Your union was born in struggle, and you've
won many victories. But you've never retreated
into complacency or narrow selfishness,” he said.

In 1985, delegates passed a resolution on unfair
trade that called on the government to support
domestic content, recognize unfair trade practices,
and provide trade adjustment assistance. Delegates
passed a resolution prohibiting investment in com-
panies doing business in South Africa to force an
end to apartheid.

At the 1989 convention, delegates passed a resolu-
tion calling for drastic changes in federal labor law
that would prohibit lockouts and hiring replacement
workers.

Resolutions in following years, like in the years
before, would deal with a variety of public policy, so-
cietal, and global issues. Delegates at the upcoming
convention, will, like their forebears, wrestle with the
issues facing working people and act. For the first
time, direct elections of UAW officers are expected
after this convention. But delegates have plenty on
their plates as the future path of the union is decid-
ed through debate and votes on resolutions.

“Their attention and study of the issues, debate -
and conclusions they reach help us build a better
tomorrow today,” said UAW Secretary-Treasurer
Frank Stuglin.




ATTENTION: ALL UAW MEMBERS
2022 UAW International Officer Election

In accordance with results of the UAW Referendum held in the fall of 2021, the International Officers
of the UAW will no longer be elected by Convention delegates, but rather through Union-wide direct
elections in which UAW members will cast votes directly for nominated Candidates. The 2022 UAW
International Officer Election (“Election”) will be conducted by secret mail-in ballot in the fall of 2022.

Pursuant to the Consent Decree issued by the United States District Court for the Eastern District of
Michigan in the matter of United States v. International Union, United Automobile, Aerospace, and
Agricultural Implement Workers of America, 20 Cv. 13293 (DML-RSW), the Court-appointed Monitor of
the UAW will supervise the Election. In consultation with the UAW, the Monitor has developed
detailed election rules and methods for the Election.

The offices to be filled through the Election are the offices of International President, International
Secretary-Treasurer, three (3) International Vice Presidents, and nine (9) Regional Director positions.
UAW delegates to the 2022 Constitutional Convention (July 25-28, 2022) will nominate Candidates for
these offices, and mail-in ballots will be distributed to UAW members beginning in October 2022.

To ensure that you receive a ballot package for the 2022 Election, please provide your updated
mailing and e-mail address information to your Local Union as soon as possible and advise your
fellow members to do the same.

All UAW members in good standing as of October 31, 2022, are eligible to vote in the Election,
including members who are part-time workers, reinstated members, and retired members.

In order to have your vote counted in the Election, your mail-in ballot must be received by the final
deadline of November 28, 2022. It is strongly encouraged that all return ballots be placed in return
mail by November 18, 2022, in order to ensure arrival by the deadline.

The UAW Constitution and Consent Decree enumerate eligibility requirements to run for or hold
International Office, which are also set forth in the Election Rules. Among other requirements, a
Candidate must be an active, non-retired member in good standing for 12 months prior to nomination
and election. If you are interested in running, complete a Candidate Declaration form, available on the
Monitor’s website at www.uawmonitor.com/elections, and submit to the Monitor.

La Eleccion de Dirigentes Internacionales del UAW de 2022 (“Eleccion”) se celebrarda mediante voto secreto por
correo en otono de 2022.

De conformidad con el Decreto de Consentimiento emitido por el Tribunal de Distrito de los Estados Unidos para el
Distrito Este de Michigan en el caso de Estados Unidos c. International Union, United Automobile, Aerospace, and
Agricultural Implement Workers of America, 20 Cv. 13293 (DML-RSW), el Monitor del UAW designado por el Tribunal
supervisara la Eleccién. En consulta con el UAW, el Monitor ha desarrollado reglas y métodos electorales detallados
para la Eleccion.

Los cargos que se cubriran a través del proceso de eleccion son los siguientes: Presidente Internacional, Secretario-
Tesorero Internacional, tres (3) Vicepresidentes Internacionales y nueve (9) Directores Regionales. Los delegados
del UAW a la Convenciéon Constitucional de 2022 (25 al 28 de julio de 2022) nominaran a Candidatos para estos cargos,
y las boletas electorales por correo se distribuirdn entre los miembros del UAW a partir de octubre de 2022.

Todos los miembros del UAW que estén al dia con sus obligaciones al 31 de octubre de 2022 tienen derecho a votar
en la Eleccidn, incluidos los miembros que trabajan a tiempo parcial, los miembros reincorporados y los miembros
jubilados.

September 2022: 2022 UAW International Officer Election Candidate Forum(s) to be held.

October 17, 2022: First formal mail distribution of mail-in ballots distributed to the electorate.
October 24, 2022: Second formal mail distribution of mail-in ballots distributed to additional voters.

October 31, 2022, at 5pm ET: Deadline by which members MUST be in good standing in order to have
their vote counted in the Election.

November 11, 2022: Final date replacement ballots can be requested from the Election Vendor.

November 18, 2022: Last day by which members should place their ballots in the mail to best ensure
receipt by November 28, 2022 deadline.

November 28, 2022: DEADLINE for all return ballots to be received by the designated U.S. Post Office
or Postal Facility.

November 29, 2022, at 9am ET: Tabulation of votes begins.

December 2022: All official victors of International Officer races will be sworn-in.

If your decree
is not reviewed by UAW Legal when you retire your pension payments will be
delayed and no back payments will be issued. We cannot emphasis enough the
importance of this.

PERSONAL INFORMATION — Please make sure your personal information

(phone, address, & email address) is updated. You can access your personal
information through the HUB.

FCA CLINIC — Located at 1625 South State Street, Belvidere, IL 61008 (815-544-
3333). The clinic provides a variety of services with no cost to you or your
dependents. If you are on indefinite layoff you can go to the clinic as long as you
are still eligible for healthcare. Anyone going to the clinic will need to call and
schedule an appointment. The clinic does offer back to schol and sports
physicals. Our plan (Standard Care Network Plan) does not cover sports
physicals. The Standard Care Network Plan does cover one physical per year.
EMLA - Some members are becoming eligible for FMLA. To check and see if

you are eligible for FMLA you would need to contact Sedgwick (1-888-322-4462)
to see if you have enough hours (1,250 when you make the call) to qualify.
Sedgwick handles all FMLA claims.

UNITED HEALTHCARE

Anyone enrolled in Aetna will be automatically enrolled into United Healthcare as of January 1,
2023, there is nothing you have to do. Same plan different provider.

EXTENDED SERVICE AREA—- same as Aetna. As long as the doctor accepts Medicare and is willing to
bill United Healthcare you are good. They do not have to be part of United Healthcare’s network.
CARDS- Cards will not be mailed out until mid-December.

INFORMATIONAL MEETINGS — United Healthcare will be holding information meetings on
September 30, 2022. Location to be determined. You will need to call (1-866-658-8392) to RSVP
for the 10:00 a.m. or 2:00 p.m. meeting.
